Your Path Towards Your Optimum Health

Your first scans using the Subluxation Station were used as a baseline to see where your health was at that point in time.  After your baseline was established you went through a series of adjustments and after the series of adjustments, a full chiropractic exam and subsequent scans were performed.  

When you get these updated scans, we are looking for changes in the abnormal nervous system interference patterns originally seen.  Changed patterns, not necessarily less severe patterns, not necessarily less colors on the scan, but the patterns are just different.  This is telling us that your body is going thru changes, which is a positive sign.  If you don’t have as many colors in the scan as you had on your baseline scan that would be the best possible scenario.  But that doesn’t happen for all people. Depending on how long you have accumulated chemical, physical and emotional stresses in your life is going to determine the severity of nerve distress that you have. So if you have been chronically subluxated or you have had chronic stresses in your life up to the point where you get your first scan, between the first scan and second scan you might find that you will see changes in pattern but not necessarily a reduction in the severity of the colors or the intensity of the scan.  Your response to chiropractic care is all a matter of what kind of shape you were in when you got started.   

When reviewing the following pages notice the dates that the exam(s) were performed.  Also, notice the color codes. 

White means that the nerve measured normal at that level.  

Green means there is mild interference with the nerve at that level.  

Blue means there is moderate interference with the nerve at that level.  

Red means there is major interference with the nerve at that level.  

Black means that the interference with that nerve went off the chart (more than major interference).

Yellow codes seen indicate the nerve interference is making the nervous system function less than normal at that level.

The Thermal Scans

The first page is your thermal scan examination.  This test is representative of the nerve activity to the organs.  Note the changes seen within the two tests.

The Static EMG Scans 

The second page is representative of the motor portion of your nervous system.  These tests measure nerve activity to the muscle, bones, and joints.  On this page you will find:

1. A comparison between your most recent scans. When reviewing these scans, look at the nerve inference seen, the balance between sides and the nerve intensity (the shape of the graph).

2. A comparison between the muscles imbalances within your body.  

At this point a review of your lifestyle choices such as exercise, nutrition, sleep habits, and work environment may be addressed.  Recommendations for certain lifestyle changes can be suggested for you to help get better results on your next progress exam.
